His Story 
 
William, son of Jonathan and Ann Street, was born in 
Aug 1874 in Holmes Chapel. He was at school  in 
Cranage Road  in 1881 aged 6 
 
He is recorded aged 17 as living and working as a farm 
worker in the 1891 census at Marsh Lane Farm – the 
home of the Ellison family.  
 
Subsequently he moved to Stockport where in 1911 
he was living at 3 Margaret Street, Reddish, at the 
house of George Henry and Eliza Bailey. William was 
aged 35, single, and working as a general labourer. 
 
He died  on the 3rd August 1943 and was buried at 
Church Hulme aged 69.
